Responsibility, Education, and Awareness:

Sustainable Tourism Best Practices

The impact the tourism industry has on the environment has become increasingly clear and
harder to ignore over the past many years. As a result, people and corporations are focusing
more on what they can do to make tourism more sustainable, thoughtful, and rewarding, a
practice called ecotourism. Research into best tourism practices for ecotourism has identified
four categories of responsibility: conservational, biological, socioeconomic, and procedural. By
adopting these practices, both tourists and host communities can contribute to the preservation
of natural environments and support local economies while enjoying immersive and responsible
travel experiences.

The conservational category of best ecotourism practices encompasses measures that people
and organizations can take towards preserving the environment, which includes plant life, natural
resources, and reducing CO2 emissions, among other criteria. Transportation is one of the largest
criteria, as global tourism has been estimated to make up approximately 8% of global CO2
emissions (about 4.3 billion metric tons), transport accounting for the majority of those emissions.
However, opting for public transportation, lower carbon emission flights, and purchasing
carbon offsets can significantly reduce the environmental impact of travel. An even more
effective way of limiting personal carbon emissions is by slow travel. Slow travel emphasizes
human-powered activities like hiking, backpacking, and biking, often coupled with overnight
stays in locally owned huts. This style of travel fosters sustainable tourism and supports local
communities, while also offering an unforgettable experience for the tourist.

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While ecotourism has many benefits, it is also necessary to maintain awareness of carrying
capacity. This means promoting awareness of the individual recreational and ecological limits of
ecotourism destinations to ensure long-term environmental preservation and enjoyment by the
public. One destination that accomplishes this task is Palau. The Palau (also spelled Belau or
Pelew) archipelago lies in the southwest corner of Micronesia, and the Palau government is
taking significant measures to ensure that tourism remains sustainable in their country. In 2018,
the Responsible Tourism Education Act was enacted, enforcing sustainable practices among
visitors. This legislation prohibits the use of reef-toxic sunscreens, promotes alternatives to
disposable plastic and polystyrene, and mandates incoming aircraft and vessels to provide
information on Palau's environmental policies to passengers before disembarkation.

Socioeconomic practices focus on supporting local communities and
promoting equitable economic benefits from tourism. In large part, this means
doing your research before booking with a tour guide, an ecolodge, or other
tourism experience in order to ensure that you arent supporting an
organization that may be harming the community or environment you are
visiting. One way of accomplishing this could be staying longer-term on
ecological farms. Many ecological farms like this one in Costa Ricg offer
housing, food, community, and immersion in culture in exchange for daily work
on the farm and a small daily fee. This can be a fantastic way to support a
locally-owned business while also learning about agricultural practices and
Costa Rica's econouse  the environment of that region.

It goes without saying that the attraction of many ecotourism destinations is the wildlife tourists
may see. However, tourism can have a huge impact on wildlife in ways that tourists do not see or
understand, which is why it is essential to listen to experts and locals in order to keep these
animals and their habitats safe. Animal-related best practices in sustainable tourism aim to
protect wildlife and prevent human-wildlife conflicts. There are many ways that tourists can help
keep themselves and wildlife safe. For example, hikers and backpackers can easily transport
invasive species from one habitat into another on their shoes, clothes, tents, or even pets, and
these species can harm the fragile ecological balance of a habitat. Many national parks in the U.S.
are helping to avoid this by placing boot brushes at trailheads for tourists to wipe their shoes on
before and after they enter a trail.

Tourists can also help reduce noise and light pollution, two issues
that are becoming increasingly common as the industry of
ecotourism grows in popularity. In the forests of south-western
Cameroon, sound walks are incorporated as a way for tourists to be
immersed in the sounds of nature, from birds and monkeys to
insects and waterfalls, without creating noise pollution that could
harm the animals.E Finally, encouraging responsible wildlife
observation and providing educational sighage can help protect
both animals and tourists.

Eco Toursim in Cameroon

A good example of promoting ecotourism is the "Baitaq Zher" project, | am currently interning
with. This project is being implemented by Eurasia Foundation of Central Asia in partnership with
Chevron in Kazakhstan's Agmola region. It focuses on empowering entrepreneurs to pursue
innovative solutions to environmental issues in their communities while also encouraging
sustainable tourism to help build the economy.
